Several properties in the 500 block of Seymour Street and the 400 block of Shonnard Street in the Near Westside, Syracuse NY

Brief Description of Proposed Action:

This resubdivision creates a 7' wide parcel for a pedestrian walkway that extends from 515 Seymour Street to the property line at 418 Shonnard Street.
At that point the parcel becomes 28.25' wide. The balance of 515 Seymour will be sold to the adjoining neighbors at 513 Seymour Street and 517
Seymour Street. The pedestrian walkway will be owned by the City of Syracuse. Fourteen feet of 509 Seymour St will be merged with 513 Seymour
and the balance of 509 will be merged with 511 Seymour to create a new construction site for a two-family dwelling.

On the Shonnard Street side, the City-owned vacant lot at 420 Shonnard Street and the balance of 418 Shonnard Street will be merged to create a new
construction site for a two-family house. The two new houses are part of the Mayor's Resurgent Neighborhoods Initiative. Phase | will include 25
two-family homes and 25 single family homes built in targeted clusters.

| am writing fo express my support on behalf of the Greater Syracuse Land Bank’s application for
resubdivision R-20-40, R-20-408, R-20-40C, R-20-40D and R-20-40E involving 517 Seymour St,
513 Seymour St, 515 Seymour St, 420 Shonnard St, and 418 Shonnard St.

Re-subdivision of the parcels referenced above will enable design improvements to be made to an
existing pedestrian cut-through. The current design of this pathway fails to meet several key Crime
Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED) principals due to its lack of adequate lighting,
overgrowth and lack of clear sight lines, and broken fencing that fails to clearly define the existing
path’s boundaries relevant to the adjacent property lines. This cut-through has long been the subject
of numerous resident complaints regarding drug use, and we believe that implementing these
improvements to bring the design in line with CPTED principals will help make the area a less
attractive location for illicit activity to occur. The Department of Neighborhood and Business
Development intends to oversee all coordination with the Syracuse Police Department, the
Department of Public Works, and other departments as needed to ensure the project’s completion.

Overall Project Description

Over the past several years
stakeholders of the Near
Westside neighborhood
have been working on the
Westside Walkways Project
in an effort to provide
pedestrian pathways
through some of the longest
blocks in the neighborhood.

One, segment of the path,
pictured on the left has
been completed. This
segment cuts through the
600 block of Gifford to the
500 block of Seymour
Street. The pathway is
owned by the Clty of Syracuse. It isa 7’ wide parcel with the address of 631 Seymour and Gifford St.
Improvements include cement sidewalks, fencing, solar lighting and bollards to prevent vehicular
traffic. The resubdivision that established this pathway was approved by the Planning Commission on
July 20, 2015 (R-15-39) is attached for reference.

This resubdivision will create a 7’ wide parcel that extends through 515 Seymour Street on a straight
path to 418 Shonnard Street. Once straightened, the path will align perfectly with an existing police
camera on Shonnard Street. Fencing will be realigned and funding will be sought for cement
sidewalks and improved lighting.

The balance of 515 Seymour will be sold to the adjoining neighbors at 513 Seymour Street and 517
Seymour Street.

On the east side of 513 Seymour St, 14’ of 509 Seymour will also be merged with 513. The balance of
509 Seymour will be merged with 511 Seymour to create a new construction site for a two-family
home built by Housing Visions.
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Proposed Conditions

New Construction Sites (3)
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On the Shonnard Street side, the vacant lot at 420 Shonnard Street which formerly contained a
portion of the path and the balance of 418 Shonnard Street will be merged to create a new
construction site for a two-family house built by Housing Visions. These two new houses, in addition
to another related subdivision at 412 and 414 Shonnard Street are part of the Mayor’s Resurgent
Neighborhoods Initiative. Phase | willinclude 25 two-family homes and 25 single family homes builtin
targeted clusters.

Itis hoped that in the future we will be able to sell the easterly side of 418 Shonnard Street to the
owner of 416 Shonnard Street. That transaction is not possible at this time due to code violations of
the current landlord. However, the plan is to line both sides of the 7’ walkway with fencing to make it
appear visually the same as the existing path between Gifford and Seymour Streets.
